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Executive Summary

The LIFE-IP 4 NATURA is Greece’s largest, in terms of duration and budget, nature conservation project.
The project includes a series of actions designed to improve country’s nature conservation, addressing all
relevant parameters. The project aims to improve protected species and habitats’ conservation status,
Natura 2000 areas integrated management, authorities and stakeholders’ capacity building and to raise
public awareness on biodiversity and the Natura 2000 network. Finally, the project will also mobilize

additional funding in order to achieve Nature Directives’ objectives.

WWF Greece, one of the project's partners, has undertaken to complete a stakeholder mapping and
analysis under Action A.4. Action A.4. results will inform the design of a capacity building program, the
project’'s communication strategy while providing input to various other project actions. Since Natura 2000
sites have strong presence of anthropogenic activities, the capacity building actions will target critical
stakeholder groups in order to improve their understanding and increase their knowledge on the designation
of Natura 2000 sites and create synergies between anthropogenic activities and site management and

protection.

Stakeholder mapping initial results confirm the imperative need for appropriate training and communication
between competent authorities and end-users, and demonstrate the need for local communities and users
capacity building. At the same time, it appears that due to the extensive geographical area covered by the
LIFE-IP 4 NATURA project and the large number of designated Natura 2000 sites, the number of
stakeholder groups is extremely large. In addition, each stakeholder's area of influence, varies greatly
among different stakeholders, for example regional authorities may influence a large spatial area including

numerous Natura 2000 sites, while end-users usually operate at the Natura 2000 level.
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
