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SUMMARY

Prioritised action frameworks (PAFs) are strategic multiannual planning tools, drafted by Member States
pursuant to article 8 paragraph 1 of the Habitats Directive and aimed at providing a comprehensive overview of
the measures that are needed to implement the EU-wide Natura 2000 network and its associated green
infrastructure. In line with the objectives of the EU Habitats Directive on which the Natura 2000 network is
based, the measures to be identified in the PAFs shall mainly be designed to maintain and restore, at a
favourable conservation status, natural habitats and species of EU importance. The aim of the Integrated LIFE
projects is to implement the Prioritised Action Framework for the Natura 2000 Network, both through LIFE
funding and through the coordination and mobilization of other relevant Union, national or private funding
sources.

In Greece, the Prioritised Action Framework for the Natura 2000 Network for the 2014-2020 programming
period was completed in December 2014. It includes a total of 103 measures, which aim to complete the
organization and operation of the national system of protected areas and improve the conservation status of
species and habitat types of community interest with unfavorable conservation status, including birds.

The LIFE IP 4 Natura Project contributes to the implementation of the PAF 2014-2020 both through the
actions it includes and through the complementary funds linked to the project through the Grant Agreement with
the European Commission. Complementary funds of the LIFE IP 4 Natura include projects funded by the
Cohesion Fund (CF), the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF), the European Agricultural Fund for
Rural Development (EAFRD) and the Green Fund (GFRU). Therefore, a total of 68 actions / projects have been
matched to the measures of PAF 2014-2020: 11 actions of LIFE IP 4 Natura, 10 projects by the CF, 42 projects
by the ERDF, 4 Measures / Sub-Measures / Actions of EARDF and 1 project from the GRFU. In total, 243
matches were made; the actions of LIFE IP 4 Natura and the projects from the complementary funds are linked
with 63 of the 103 meters, covering 61% of the measures of the PAF 2014-2020. For each measure of the paf
2014-2020, the monitoring indicators as they have been formed with the Deliverable of Action D1 ‘Monitoring
Protocol of the Greek Prioritised Action Framework (PAF), for the period 2014-2020” were completed.

The 63 measures of the PAF 2014-2020 which are targeted by the actions of the LIFE IP 4 Natura as well
as the complementary funds fall into all 7 general categories of measures in terms of implementation area, with
a coverage of more than 50% of the measures. In addition, the actions of the LIFE IP 4 Natura and the
complementary funds correspond to 15 of the 21 sub-categories of measures. The categories of measures that
are not included concern the operation of the Management Bodies of Protected Areas, the revision of strategies
and compensation for loss of income. Training activities are included in the majority of projects (33), followed
by management measures for habitats (27), preparation of strategic plans (19), species management measures
(18) and maintenanceof access infrastructure and environmental interpretation infrastrusture (16).
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
